● In 2006, returned to the LPGA Final Qualifying Tournament, where she tied for 44th to retain non-exempt status for the 
2007 LPGA season.  

● In 2004, best finish was a tie for 11th at the Giant Eagle LPGA Classic; returned to the LPGA Final Qualifying 
Tournament, where she tied for fourth to earn exempt status for the 2005 LPGA season.  

● In 2003, played in only two events due to the birth of her daughter, Shannon Sylvia.
