Career

. In 2009, best finish was a tie for 11th at both the Honda LPGA Thailand and Michelob ULTRA Open at Kingsmill, where
she recorded a season-low 67 in the third round; crossed the $1 million mark in career earnings at the P&G Beauty
NW Arkansas Championship Presented by John Q. Hammons, where she tied for 36th.

Lu also played one year on the
American Junior Golf Association (AJGA) circuit and was named a 2005 First-Team Rolex Junior All-American. She finished
second at the 2005 AJGA Rolex Girls Junior Championship to Morgan Pressel and was a member of the winning 2005 AJGA
West Canon Cup Team.
